GRAMMAR NOTE 
 
It’s not always necessary to change the verb in reported speech.  If the 
situation is still the same, you do not need to change the verb to past. 
 
For example: 
Maggie asked where Mary works.  
(The situation is still the same and Mary still works at the same place.) 
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
